Report all spills to 911

Properly dispose of wastes.

Report private water wells that are no
longer being used to the Allegan County
Health Department.

Have unused or abandoned wells
plugged professionally to prevent
contamination of ground water.

Have your septic tank pumped regularly
to prevent possible contamination of
ground water.

Participate in hazardous waste
collection events regularly.
